a) A Bidder shall have a minimum net worth of US$ 10 million and where the Bidder is a
consortium, the lead member shall have a minimum net worth of US$ 3 million for at
least three years during the last five years.

b) A Bidder shall have logistics center operation and experience by operating at least one
port related logistics center at least three years during the last five years.
